GENERAL INFORMATION

This fourteenth edition of the CADILLAC MASTER PARTS
LIST includes active chassis, body and accessories service re-
placement parts used on Cadillac and LaSalle motor cars up to
and including 1950 series (except RIGHT HAND DRIVE cars),
and supersedes all previous chassis and accessories parts lists.

The CADILLAC GROUP SYSTEM of listing parts is con-
tinued in this Parts List. The descriptive section is divided
into thirty-one main groups, as follows:

All parts which have the same function comprise a group
and have the same group number. This number is included in
the parts list group headings. The digits preceding the deci-
mal point in the group number correspond to the thirty one main
groups. The digits following the decimal point identify the in-
dividual parts groups. For example, the group number of all
front wheel suspension parts have the digit ‘‘1°’ before the
decimal point; the group of steering knuckles, regardless of
models, have 0170 followmg the decimal pomt therefore all
steering knuckles will be found listed under the same group
number, 1.0170.

The same part number may be used in different positions
or assemblies, requiring listing in several different groups.
When this occurs, the Master Group Number for location of the
part in the stockroom is prefixed with a star (%) and shown in
parentheses in listing.

ILLUSTRATIONS and ALPHABETICAL INDEX show the
group number under which parts are listed in the descriptive
section, and provide a quick means of locating parts. On parts
which are not listed, the letters NL are used in place of the
group number, and on parts which are not serviced separately,
the letters NS are used in place of the group number.

The STANDARD PARTS GROUP, Group 25, includes such
parts as bulbs, spark plugs, nuts, washers bolts and other

standard commercial parts. Many of these parts are omitted
from the listings in the descriptive groups .and have been placed
in the standard parts group for convenient ordering reference.

PARTS STOCKED AT THE OAKLAND WAREHOUSE are
indicated by the delta symbol (A) preceding the part name in
the numerical price list.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR ORDERING:

1. Cadillac Distributors and Dealers should use the
standard Cadillac Parts Order Forms:

Monthly Order Pad for Monthly Stock Orders
of fast moving parts.

1097700 (Form 1604) for Cadillac Distributors’
use in ordering from the factory.

1097701 (Form 1604A) for Cadillac Dealers’ use
in ordering from distributors.

2. All orders should specify quanity, part number, group
number, name of part and net price.

3. All orders should specify shipment routing.

4. Orders for special material, or parts not listed in
this Master Parts List, should specify engine num-
ber of the car for which ordered, in addition to a
complete description of the parts.

5. PARTS ORDER CLASSIFICATION. To expedite the
handling and shipping of orders at the factory,
Crated Chassis and Body Parts marked with
asterisk (*) preceding the part number, and Gen-
eral Chassis and Body Parts not marked with
asterisk, should be listed on separate order forms.
Exclusive accessory parts marked with double
dagger (i) and stationery should also be listed on
separate order forms.

6. All orders must bear Firm name and authorized
signatures.

BODY PARTS. Fisher and Fleetwood, are listed in the
Body Section of this Master Parts List. Group 3 in this
Parts List covers only body fittings which are not considered
a part of the body. Special features built into a body and which
are not standard for that body style are not listed.

PRICES ON SPECIAL ASSEMBLIES and ON EARLIER
MODEL PARTS not listed in this edition of the Master Parts
List will be supplied on application, if the parts are available.

ACCEPTANCE OF ORDERS for items in this parts list
are subject to availability of material.

RIGHT and LEFT HAND PARTS are so designated from
the driver’s position when seated in the car. ‘““L.H.D.” indi-
cates left hand steering cars. Parts used on right hand steer-
cars only are not listed in this Master Parts List.

Parts used on HYDRA-MATIC DRIVE cars only are indi-
cated by the letters ‘“HYD’’ in the description of the parts. Parts
that are not used on Hydra-Matic Drive cars are indicated by
the phrase ‘‘except HYD’ .

Parts used on COMMERCIAL CHASSIS areindicated by the
letters CC in the listings.

Parts for SPECIAL CUSTOM or COMMERCIAL JOBS, which
are changed or reworked by body builders after cars leave the
factory, should be ordered direct from the body builder.

All parts for custom or commercial chassis and bodies
listed im this Master Parts List are available for service repair
purposes only. When such parts are desired for change-overs
or other than repair purposes, a list of material wanted should
be submitted to Factory Parts Department for availability.

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RETURNING PARTS. The Service Folicy Manual contains
detailed instructions covering the return of parts.

PARTS LIST CHANGE NOTICES covering changes in price,
part numbers, etc., are issued monthly. It is most important
that Parts Lists be revised and kept up to date from these
Change Notices. For convenience of recording receipt and
completion data, a Parts List Change Notice record sheetis
placed at the back of this Parts List. .

Changes in design during production of a model are made
at a definite ENGINE or UNIT ASSEMBLY NUMBER. Because
of the necessity of referring to these numbers frequently when
the car is not available for inspection, a Unit Number Record
should be established and maintained i)y every Parts Depart-
ment. This record, described in the Service Policy Manual,
should be started when the car is received.

The style
and body numbers are stamped on a metal plate which is at~
tached to the front of the dash panel (on the side next to the
engine) under the hood or on the hood ledge of the cowl (shroud).

Parts that are listed in this Edition but which are not avail-
able from the factory, are marked ‘‘Not available’’ in the part
number column.

- ORDERING BY TELEGRAPH

Telegraph regulations between all points in the United
States make it unnecessary to code part numbers or order
numbers in telegraphic orders for parts. Figures and groups

of figures are counted at the rate of five figures or fraction”

thereof as one word. For example 18437 would be counted as
one word, 2796543 as two words. Fraction bars, decimal
points, commas, or dashes appearing in groups of figures are
counted as though they were figures. Ordinal numbers, such
as ‘“3rd”’ and ‘‘31st,” are counted at the rate of five charac-
ters or fraction thereof to the word.

In groups consisting of figures and letters other than
ordinal numbers, each uninterrupted sequence of letters within
the group is counted at the rate of one word for every five let-
ters or less, and each uninterrupted sequence of figures is
counted at the rate of one word for each five figures or less.

For example, B-684172 would be two words and A57D2 would be
counted as four words.

The foregoing regulations apply only when groups of
figures or groups of figures and letters are used in their or-
dinary sense and not as code. The Telegraph Companies will
also transmit without charge all ordinarily used punctuation
marksand deliver messages in paragraphsif the sender writes
the message in paragraphs.

These regulations make it unnecessary to code part num-
bers or order numbers in wire orders for parts from points in
the United States. Elimination of the need for code will save
the time ordinarily spent in coding and decoding messages and
will also reduce the possibility of mistakes due to inaccurate
coding and decoding. The correct punctuation of wire orders
will also often avoid wrong interpretation at the factory.

TELEGRAPHIC CODE

The General Motors Corporation telegraphic code may be
used in ordering parts by telegram (not necessary from points
in the U.S.) or in making telegraphic inquiries concerning
orders or shipments. This code is simple and extensive in
scope, so that telegrams may be coded clearly at a great sav-
ing in expense.

The numerical code is based upon the name “GM Prod-

ucts,’” as follows:

GM PRODUCTS
12 34567890

The telegraph rate for code messages counts one word
for every {ive letters or fraction thereof. For instance, the
number 68021 is coded as DCSMG which contains five letters
and is counted as one word; whereas, the number 112458 is
coded as GGMROC which contains more than five letters and
is rated as two words.

The following supplementary code symbols render this
code still more useful and less subject to error in decoding:

E =decimal point (. )
Z =uncoded prefix
Y =dash {(—

Insertion of the letter E into a code number indicates a
ggczimal point; for example, the code word DCEMO signifies
.25.

Insertion of the letter Z into code word indicates that the
letter or letters following the Z are not coded but are them-
selves the letters it is desired to transmit. An example of this
is the code word DUDZM which is translated 676M, and
ZGROSS which means GROSS not 14500,

The use of the letter Y for a dash (—) is self-explanatory,
as it has no other significance. This letter is particularly
convenient in coding right hand and left hand part numbers
when both are to be ordered and the only difference is in the

prefix to indicate that the letters immediately following signify
a phrase and not merely numbers.
